You will notice on 
the display in the foyer how creative our volunteers are at giving them personality! 
 
Eight workers at CIA (Christians in Action) dedicated last Tuesday to finishing 
pillows for Lifeline Chaplaincy’s Soft Touch.  Several of the group have been 
working on this project for months.  We were able to complete 239 pillows and 50
